Let's take *willow warblers for example. They are one of our smallest birds and
*fit just into the *palm of your hand, but they have a surprisingly long *journey.
They leave Africa in fall and arrive in *the UK in spring. They travel more than
8,000 kilometers across *deserts, seas and mountains. However, they go all the way
back to Africa when winter comes to the UK because most *insects *disappear
during our cold winter, but there are enough insects in the warm spring of Africa.

You may *wonder then: (4) why do willow warblers begin to migrate to the UK
in fall? (5) Why don’t they stay in Africa *all year round and *breed there? OK, I'll
tell you why. If they continue to stay in Africa through spring, they have to *compete

for *nest sites because a lot of willow warblers and other non-migrating birds have
*young at the same time. *Besides, in the breeding season there are *many more
*predators in Africa than in the UK.
