It's 3,700 km
west of Santiago in Chile. Although the island belongs to Chile, Wit has a very different

Polynesian culture that developed in *isolation over many centuries. It is one of @the

*least visited countries.

(7) This island is famous for many stone statues called “moai.” @ There are about

1,000 statues on the island. The biggest one is 20 meters high, and * weighs 90 tons. A few

of them have * coral eyes. Only one has legs while all the other statues are only heads.
Even now we don't know many things. Why were they built? How were they carried?

@In the 17t century, *civil wars began and many statues fell down. People stopped

building “moai” because natural resources became limited.

The island is originally called “Rapa Nui.” On April 5, 1722 (Easter Sunday), a * Dutch
captain landed on the island and named it Easter Island. In 1770, two Spanish ships
arrived and the captain later reported that the island had large stone statues. In 1774,
James Cook, a British * explorer, visited the island.

Now we can see one statue, the Hoa Hakananai’a, at the British Museum in London. It
was taken to England in 1868. It is 2.4 meters tall, weighs 4.5 tons, and has * carvings on
its * backside that show the island’s unique history.

You can go to Easter Island from mainland Chile or from Tahiti. The flight from Chile
takes 33.5 hours and from Tahiti there are * charter flights for Japanese people. (1) Are
