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*Native Americans living in the western area of the U.S.A. and
Canada have made “totem poles” for hundreds of years. A totem pole
is a long piece of wood, usually the *trunk of a tree, and the Native
Americans “carved pictures into it. The pictures of fish, birds, or
other animals all have a special meaning.

In the past, many Native American languages were only spoken
and had no writing systems. So, they used these carved pictures to
record stories about their history. The stories were sometimes about
important events for groups of Native Americans, such as stories about a
fight or a great leader who died. But often, totem poles were used to record
family histories. Older family members used totem poles to “pass down
their family history to their children. After the children grew up, they told
the same stories to their own children with the totem poles.

The Native Americans “chose the pictures of the animals on totem
poles “according to the character of the person in the story. ( @ ) many
people believed that birds were smart animals, so the “image of a bird was
used for a smart character.
